Mr. Marchesi: It was decided to not accept the two bids, that were over budget, so we went into a competitive negotiation process under our code and I sent them out a new revised proposal so instead of five years we did a three year contract with two one year renewable options, and we also sent out a one year contract with two one year renewable options, and we lowered the carts from 6,000 a year down to 2,000 a year so we could save some money that way. We had to get the price down.

Mr. Mastantuono: Someone brought it to my attention that if we split the City in half we’d be able to get more bids, because that companies don’t need to be that large.

Mr. Marchesi: That will be something that if it comes down to it, the numbers come back… see what the administration comes up with.

Mr. Zidelis: Yes cutting it in half makes it more manageable. 

Mr. Marchesi: Yes we’ll see what we come up with.

CONTRACT AMENDMENT: 

Department of Public Works Sewer Enterprise Division recommends awarding an amendment to the engineering contract with BETA Group Inc. for the East Pump Station Force Main Relocation project in amount of $200,000.00.
Ms. Blanchard: What is the amendment? 
Mr. Marchesi: It’s an amendment to award BETA Group who did the initial assessment of the Pump Station Force Main Relocation to do the process for the bid that goes out, and see it through. Total project cost is about $3,440,000.00 and then value of the contract for this is $200,000 to do the contract drawings, specifications, bidding services, and evaluation of the bids. But the capital budget was approved for 3.8 million. 
Mr. Zidelis: 3.8 million, so this is all in for design and contract monitoring of the work being done.

Ms. Blanchard: So, this in addition to…

Mr. Zidelis: That’s on top of, the original feasibility was $45,000, this is actually doing the real engineering work for $200,000 on a project that somebody estimated to be 3.4 million, so this is roughly 7% of the project cost which is within reason for engineering services. When we go out and do this, it’s usually assumed that whoever does the original feasibility work is going to do the actual engineering work. So when we do the process to first to solicit an engineer, it’s going to be for both.

Mr. Dooley: One engineering company doesn’t want to use the other’s work.

Mr. Zidelis: Yes, exactly.

Upon motion by Mr. Zidelis, seconded by Mr. Mastantuono, it was unanimously voted to award an amendment to the engineering contract with BETA Group Inc. for the East Pump Station Force Main Relocation project in amount of $200,000.00.
