Mr. Marchesi: Industrial Refrigeration was repairs on majority of our buildings- Justin was that on the majority of our buildings?
Mr. Mateus: Fire stations, Police Department, and the Pastore center.

Mr. Marchesi: On the Parks and Recreation ones, those three for playgrounds, that was passed down from the City Council, those are… we repaired multiple playgrounds, that was the equipment and that was approved by City Council to go through ARPA funds. 
Ms. Maccarone: In general, I noticed a few that are classified as exceptions, but the narrative is, like in particular the water trailer, I don’t understand why something like that would be… 

Mr. Marchesi: Is that the ATS equipment?

Ms. Maccarone: Yes. Why is that not going to bid, or also D’Ambra Construction it just says local company has services as needed or another one said company used for 15 years- I get that, but are these things that at some point, they’re not emergencies, why wouldn’t we…

Mr. Marchesi: They’ve used certain equipment for the last few years, or we rent it.

Ms. Maccarone: Right, is it just because it’s over the threshold we have to..

Mr. Zidelis: Over $1,000.00, yes.

Mr. Marchesi: Now the one for the Lizard, that’s for the Ice Rink, they maintain the website but is that something, like I know City Clerk has Curia systems is that something that could eventually…
Mr. Marchesi: That’s actually ARPA too, to upgrade some of their systems that, one of them wasn’t upgraded in 20 years.

Mr. Zidelis: But their core software is what it is, so on that one it really is a sole source because Curia is not going to let just anyone program and change their software. So that one is a specialty.

Ms. Maccarone: Is that something down the road to have one software system for probate, like tax records and land records, is that possible?

Mr. Marchesi: I highly doubt it, because each one has its own…

Mr. Zidelis: Right since they are specialties, there is not that I know of one company that does an overarching- like birth certificates as well as recording planning certificates.

Mr. Marchesi: And some records are done by the State. 

Mr. Mastantuono: For D’Ambra -why are we using a cold patch, since it’s May? They should be using hot mix. 

Mr. Mastantuono: Yes, you are correct. I’d have to check on what this cold patch is- it sounds like something that was done in the winter would be my guess. I can get back you on that.

Mr. Marchesi: It could be to catch up from before the weather changed over.
